PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with questionable sore throat and gagging for the past week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of a mental disorder, presently taking Ritalin and guanfacine 3 mg.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The mother has noted decreased urination and eating. Also, noted some itching of distal penis for the past several days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. He continues with moving around without verbal or facial contact, avoiding intervention. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits as well as it could be examined. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Genitalia: Slight erythema of the distal glans and urethral stoma with questionable slight discharge. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Neurological: Otherwise, within normal limits. Skin: Otherwise, within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Autism, mental disorder, anorexia by history, balanitis, and also with Angelman syndrome.
PLAN: To be followed up by pediatrician and psychiatrist. Given Mycolog ointment to apply to penis and to continue psychiatric medications as above.
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
