The patient is seen with complaints of cough, sore throat, and low-grade fever for the past five days with shortness of breath.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Increased cough, sore throat is better, congestion, and questionable shortness of breath for the past six days.

The patient had a strep test in the office which was negative.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of arthritis, stress and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: Protonix, estradiol and alprazolam at bedtime per cardiologist.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father has history of multiple myeloma, dying.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Strep test as above is negative.
DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis and bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone shot with Rx for Z-PAK and Medrol. Follow up as needed. The patient is to see cardiologist for routine care.
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
