The patient is seen with complaints of cough and congestion for the past six days with some trouble swallowing and sore throat with hoarseness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of neck disease with stenosis with a recent referral to neurosurgeon and in the process of being evaluated.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: The patient works with Bay Area Recovery Center for some 20 years or so as director.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Strep test performed in the office was negative.
PLAN: Requested injection, so given Rocephin and dexamethasone shots with Rx for Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed in the office. Follow up with neurosurgeon as advised.
