The patient with cough and congestion for the past three days, requesting refill of nebulizer machine and albuterol.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough for the past three days with some clearing of definite temperature. She states most days she felt warm with decreased appetite.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Chromosome disorder with mental impairment with history of seizures and asthma as well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Examination is difficult. The patient’s throat is adult size. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits without acute exacerbations or chronic changes. Skin: Within normal limits without acute exacerbations or chronic changes. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits without acute exacerbations or chronic changes.

PLAN: Advised to measure temperature at home if possible. Given respiratory precautions. Advised to continue breathing treatments and over-the-counter cough medications with prescriptions for refill of albuterol ampules and also given prescription for Zithromax liquid to take. Follow up as needed in a few days.
