PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Plays softball, currently inactive until incision is well healed.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. No abnormality. Skin: Laceration to the right lower leg is healing well without evidence of inflammation or infection. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup laceration right lower extremity.
PLAN: Sutures removed and Steri-Strips applied with benzoin. To continue topical care and wound precautions for the next several days. Follow up as needed.
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
