The patient is seen for followup on diagnosis of mild pneumonia on 03/16/2023, here with continued congestion and pressure behind his eyes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Has had hip replacement.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril and metformin for hypertension and diabetes disorder.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The patient shows signs of increased mild distress with scattered rhonchi and faint wheezing.
The patient was given breathing treatment with albuterol and prescription for nebulizer. To continue albuterol. Also, given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection again after reviewing x-ray with central clearing.

DIAGNOSIS: Early bronchopneumonia without worsening with partial clearing.
PLAN: The patient was advised to continue medications. Given prescriptions for nebulizer with supplies, also with albuterol ampules and also given Biaxin 500 mg to take twice a day for two weeks and Medrol Dosepak and followup for other routine care.
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
