HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother. This is a nonverbal, noninteractive, autistic child and has a significant history of allergies, is on Dupixent and has an injection tomorrow scheduled for that. Mother noted that his eyes this morning were puffy. No fever, body aches or chills noted by mother. The child is eating and playing appropriately.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autistic and eczema.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: T&A removal.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and AMOXICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear membrane, appropriate light reflex. No cannular erythema. Nose: Mild clear rhinorrhea noted. Throat: Clear. No edema. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Focused facial exam noted bilateral mild edema to the upper eyelids. No drainage noted. Nontender to touch.
ASSESSMENT: Seasonal allergies and rhinorrhea.
PLAN: We will provide steroid dose today and him to follow up with his pediatrician tomorrow for his Dupixent shot and to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
