HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother stating that he wore a different shirt yesterday and now he got this rash on his arms and back and it does itch, has been utilizing Benadryl with a very little effect. No shortness of breath or swelling in the neck or difficulty swallowing noted by the child. No changes in deodorants or soaps in the house.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Has noted red irregular swellings on the arms and back. No welts or oozing noted or excoriation marks noted.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.
PLAN: We will provide three days of prednisolone and advise mother the child is not to the shirt again and to make sure there is no change in detergents in the house as the child has sensitive skin, also with his history of asthma. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
