HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little boy. He has a rash on his left cheek. Apparently, he was outside at school on Friday playing in recess on the playground and shortly after he came in from that recess, he had redness, swelling and edema to the left cheek and also on his right side of his neck more toward the chest area a small area and then across his forehead as well. Unknown cause. 
The patient does have seasonal allergies. Mother tells me that she is allergic to poison ivy and also various other plants that she personally has had problems with her whole life.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes well tolerated not currently present.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and no association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He has an obvious rash with erythema to the left cheek also with some scaly rough presentation as well.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 88/51. Pulse 60. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 57 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. 
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
SKIN: Examination of the skin on facial cheeks, apparently this has only affected the left cheek as stated above, there is some erythema, scaly presentation, a few areas that have not a blistering, but definitely streak of scaly dry skin with associated erythema and itch. The approximate area is 3 x 4 inches.
He also has a similar lesion at anterior portion of the neck on the right side.
No other issues verbalized to me today.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Allergic contact dermatitis. The patient will be given Pediapred 5 mg/5 mL one teaspoon on a daily basis for five days #25 mL and he is to apply triamcinolone cream 0.1% to be applied twice a day. Mother will help keep status of his improvement and if there are any issues, she will give us a call or return to clinic.
