HISTORY: This is a 2-year-old child accompanied by mother here with a lump on his lower right eyelid. Mother states this has been going on for approximately one month, came in today because she states his eyes are now getting red.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Mother denies exposure to secondhand smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Child’s vaccinations are up-to-date. Child was term. No complications. Spontaneous vaginal delivery.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, interactive and playful. The patient cries appropriately and is easily comforted.
HEENT: Eyes: Right eye lower lid, a 0.7 cm papule with surrounding erythema, tender to palpation.
Conjunctiva is injected. No discharge. No bleeding.

Orbit: No periorbital edema, erythema or tenderness to palpation.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Stye.
2. Acute conjunctivitis.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medication: TobraDex 0.1%/0.3% suspension two drops in the right eye three times daily for 10 days.
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The patient’s mother was given a consult for Woodlands Eye Associates for further evaluation and definitive treatment. She was also advised to use warm compress while she is doing shower, apply it to the patient’s lower lid, hold it in place for approximately 10 to 15 seconds; she should do this twice a day. Strongly encouraged to come back if worse, go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
