CC: Behavioral issues.

HPI: A 78-year-old male with moderate dementia and behavioral issues focused on inappropriate sexual comments, requests and gestures. The patient has been to Geri Psych at Rolling Hills and was there for prolonged period addressing these issues. When he came back, he was quiet, kept to himself and we did not have any issues for quite some time. In the last three weeks, he had inappropriate sexual comments directed toward both male and then female staff and that was the limiting factor. His son was contacted by the ED and notice of eviction was given. Son states that he has found a place for his father and the staff here tell me that it is the mansions something there are couple of different places, so unsure which one. From my end of it, the PPOC has been filled out and signed and sent and waiting for response from facility. They have requested actually progress notes, which is not unrealistic that he may be turned down because it documents his inappropriate behaviors, we will see.

DIAGNOSES: Moderate dementia, BPSD focused on sexual inappropriateness, comments, gestures, requests and chronic pain, depression, anxiety, GERD, and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg q.d., alprazolam 0.25 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg q.p.m., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 30 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg b.i.d., Mag-Ox b.i.d., medroxyprogesterone 10 mg two tablets t.i.d., melatonin 5 mg h.s., meloxicam 15 mg q.d., Namenda 10 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 5 mg q.a.m., KCl 20 mEq q.d., Rozerem 8 mg h.s., risperidone 1 mg b.i.d., spironolactone 50 mg q.d. and MVI q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Obese male seated in a wheelchair that he can propel.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/61, pulse 97, respirations 18, O2 sat 95%, and weight not available.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant due to just fatty tissue and nontender.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is in a manual wheelchair that he can propel. He has +2 to 3 bilateral lower extremity edema at baseline. He currently has Unna boots on both legs. They were placed yesterday by hospice who let me know that they had placed him and that they would be on for a week and to let him know that he needs to leave them alone and he just looked at me blankly when I went over that.

NEURO: He is quiet. He makes eye contact with just a blank stare. He only said a few words that were just answers to basic questions. Orientation x2.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: BPSD. It is unclear how much of the behavior is actually intentional enjoying and getting a rise out of people and being surprised when there is follow through. His son is aware that he will be discharged whether he has a facility to take him to or not and there is a limited time period on that. So, the patient allowed cursory exam and then he went back to his room. No new orders.
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
