CC: Right foot edema with apparent discomfort weightbearing.
HPI: The patient typically paced throughout the day as her dementia has recently staged that has decreased however over the weekend it was noted that she had edema, redness, tenderness, and did not want to weightbear. Her right foot cellulitis was treated, she was followed up today for that but still uncomfortable with standing on her right foot. X-ray is obtained of her right foot and ankle results return with no acute fracture or dislocation. There is degenerative change of the hind foot. Heel is intact so x-ray rules out fracture or dislocation. The patient has Tylenol 650 mg q.6h. p.r.n. The patient however is not capable of asking for medication so I am writing for Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d. routine and will follow benefit we may need something stronger Norco or tramadol.

Social, I contacted patient’s daughter and co-POA with her sister Sherry Harrison regarding my visit with patient today and the results of the x-ray showing no fracture or dislocation. Sherry then just talked about the decline and the number of fall she is having and how her and her sister divided that Sherry feels like let her walk and if she falls get her off and let her walk some more because that gave her pleasure before versus making her stay in a wheelchair that she sees that is restraining her and punishing her almost so I just let her vent about that. She then brought up that her mother is not sleeping and they have a camera in the room and they watch it they have tried having her put to bed at a later time they requested it but it has no effect on her falling asleep and staying asleep. She will sleep for a few hours wake up and just lay there awake and then sleep for another hour and it is time to get up. I will write for Restoril 7.5 mg h.s. and after about five days if it has not been of benefit then we will increase it to 15 mg or two of his 7.5 tablets.
