Dear Dr. El-Gazzar:

Thank you for referring Mr. Schmidt for Infectious Diseases evaluation.

As you know, this is a 25-year-old male who was completely healthy until early January when he developed severe intense pain over the olecranon bursa, was treated with topical heat and antibiotics, but eventually did not heal. He was referred to you for right elbow pain, which included redness and swelling, improved after short course of Keflex. However, followup exams revealed questionable osteomyelitis and an MRI confirmed possibility of osteomyelitis of the olecranon, right elbow. At this time, the patient denies any fever, chills, cough, chest pain, or shortness of breath. He has minimal pain and tenderness over the right elbow. There is no draining. There is no sinus tract. There is no pus. There is no regional lymphadenopathy. Lab work is unremarkable.
IMPRESSION: Possible early osteomyelitis secondary to recent olecranon bursitis and cellulitis responding to Keflex.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue Keflex for six weeks. Follow up imaging. Continue physical therapy. We will follow with you and add further recommendations.
