HPI: This is a 90-year-old female in residence for some time. Her daughter/POA Leslie Chatham was here visiting her and as she was leaving, I stopped her to speak regarding DNR status. The patient has an advance directive indicating no heroic measures. I spoke to daughter regarding the difference between DNR and advance directive and she was certain that her mother has signed a DNR, but it is not in her chart and she does not know where it would be. We discussed that ongoing care continues, simply if there was clear cardiopulmonary failure that we let nature take its course. POA agrees with DNR status and believes that her mother would also be in agreement. POA has been entrusted to make the patient’s medical decisions on her own behalf. So DNR form, the physician certification side is completed, reviewed with POA who agrees with it, and order is written.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Advance care planning. Certification of physician for DNR form is completed with order written to support DNR status.
