CC: Increased agitation and verbal aggression.

HPI: This 85-year-old female with severe Alzheimer’s disease was brought up to me as over the past week and a half to two weeks, she has been increasingly agitated when redirected or is said no to when there is something that she wants and her patience with the other residents around her is very limited. She will make comments to them, get out of the way, becomes irritated with having take medications and takes it out on the med aide. Today I saw her intermittently beside another female resident who follows the patient around most of the time and staff has said that the patient is increasingly more agitated with this other resident always being around her.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced to severe Alzheimer’s disease, major depressive disorder, disordered sleep initiation, and IBS type symptoms.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
HOME HEALTH: Choice.
MEDICATIONS: Wellbutrin XL 150 mg q.d., melatonin 10 mg 7 p.m., and tramadol 25 mg 10 a.m. and 8 p.m.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Increased agitation and irritability directed toward others staff or residents. Depakote Sprinkles 125 mg a.m. and h.s. x 1 week and we will see if after that amount of time, it has gotten into her system enough that we can decrease it to just once daily at 125 mg.

2. Pill dysphagia. I spoke with the med aide and she states that occasionally she has difficulty swallowing her current medications and sometimes would just want to not take them because of that.
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
