CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here with history of sore throat and hoarseness for two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of recent triquetral metacarpal fracture right wrist being followed by orthopedist without reduction. She has disability for old fractures of the ankles, continued pain with ambulation, history of morbid obesity and depression.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Teacher.
FAMILY HISTORY: Having a birthday party today at home with relatives coming from Louisiana.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Hoarse speech. Slightly inflamed pharynx. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits except for wrist splint, right wrist. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Strep test was performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral tracheolaryngitis with pharyngitis non-strep.

PLAN: Given dexamethasone 10 mg and Medrol Dosepak with Z-PAK for laryngitis and covering for possible bacterial component of pharyngitis. To follow up as needed, see PCP and also to follow up with orthopedist as recommended.
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
