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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that it was in November 2006; the patient was stationed in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he fell backward and fell off a tank. The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head as he landed on the ground.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness and he was out of consciousness for about 5 minutes.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient had severe headache, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also had difficulty moving his arm, specifically the right arm.

There was a second episode of traumatic brain injury according to the patient and it was in August 2018.  He was in Hawaii.  The patient was in training.  It was a hand-to-hand combat training.  The patient tells me that he was flipped over many times.  The patient got struck in the head many times.  The patient tells me that the back of the head hit the ground and he had complete loss of consciousness for a few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was dizzy.  The patient had severe headache.
The patient has significant headache.  The patient has chronic headache on a daily basis.  The patient has become very light sensitive.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient becomes very irritable.  The patient has difficulty to be polite.  The patient becomes verbally aggressive very easily.

The patient tells me that these symptoms are affecting his job.  The patient has had multiple job changes.  Since 2020, the patient tells me that he had four different jobs.  The patient has difficulty to hold onto his jobs because of symptoms.  He has difficulty with aggressiveness and irritability.  The patient also has significant difficulty to work because of the headaches.  The patient was previously Chief of Staff for Army Reserve Command.  However, the patient has difficulty with irritability and verbal aggressiveness.
