Ms. Cunningham is a 57-year-old woman with history of ovarian cancer. The patient is 57 years old. Her ovarian cancer is metastasized to the point that she has lost tremendous amount of weight, she is not a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy any longer. The patient lives with her daughter Evio who is her primary caregiver. She has terrible weakness. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is now no longer able to help with change in position every two hours to reduce the pressure on the bony areas. The patient has decreased appetite. She has lost 12 pounds in the past month due to decreased appetite and she did not have 12 pounds to lose if may. She continues to be in pain and requires pain medication around the clock. She is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy; hence, she has been placed on hospice and will continue to require hospice care till she passes away.

The patient is hospice appropriate and has less than six months to live given her current condition.
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
