PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

ABDOMEN: Soft. Tenderness in the suprapubic region. No rebound. No guarding. No peritoneal signs. She has normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Nausea or vomiting.
2. Acute UTI.
3. Hematuria.
PLAN: We did a urinalysis and pregnancy test in the clinic. Urinalysis reveals leukocyte esterase positive, glucose is negative, nitrite is negative, protein is negative. There is trace blood.

HCG is negative.
In the clinic today, the patient received the following medications: Zofran 4 mg IM, she was observed for approximately 15 minutes, then reevaluated, she reports feeling better. She was sent home with the following prescriptions:

1. Zofran 4 mg ODT one tablet sublingual t.i.d. p.r.n. for nausea/vomiting.
2. Macrobid 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14, no refills.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. The following labs are also done today. Labs include CBC and CMP. The patient states she has no questions.
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
