The patient was seen by telehealth. They have consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Hans is a 60-year-old having a history of depressive disorder NOS, attention deficit hyperactive disorder, and history of substance abuse. Currently, he denies that he is using any drugs except he is on buprenorphine for sometime. Also his UDS was reviewed that indicates that he is taking THC or cannabinoids and also alcohol metabolites, however, Klein, described that he is not using anymore alcohol and opioid he was using but again he will cut down the dose. I further explained the role of this medications and risk and benefit was explained. He wanted to increase the dose of amphetamine and dextroamphetamine 20 mg tablet two times a day. I further discussed that I would like to see the response of this medication before I add further to which he agreed. He was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was anxious. Speech was clear. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Risk, benefit, and side effect are explained.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit hyperactive disorder, opioid maintenance on buprenorphine.
PLAN: We will give amphetamine-dextroamphetamine tablet 20 mg daily. Consider increasing the dose during next follow appointment. I further encouraged that not to use drugs or alcohol during driving. The patient agreed that he is not drinking alcohol anymore but has been taking maintenance doses of buprenorphine.

PROGNOSES: Guarded.
