Thank you again for your continued support.

This 55-year-old female comes for followup today. Recently, her WBC count had dropped to 3.0 on March 6, however, a repeat blood test on March 25th showed WBC count was 3.7, hemoglobin was 14.6, hematocrit was 42.1, and platelet count was 180. Earlier on March 7th, her platelet count was 113.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 117 pounds, and blood pressure 102/60.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Thrombocytopenia.

2. Neutropenia now resolved.

3. Fatty liver.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: She is advised to continue milk thistle other than that her blood count seems to be stable so no further intervention is necessary.
