HISTORY: This is a three-year-old accompanied by his mom here with left leg pain. Mom said this has been going on for approximately three months. She denies trauma. She said child was seen on multiple occasions by his primary care pediatrician and has not had an x-ray. She says child continues to limp on occasion refused to use to bear weight on his leg.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: Mom stated child’s vaccination is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She said child is eating and drinking well. Denies vomiting or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented, interactive moist mucus membranes and very uncooperative with vital signs.

VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

LEFT LOWER EXTREMITY: There is no edema. No erythema. No deformity. Knees; no deformity. No swelling. No erythema. No effusion. No tenderness to palpation. Tip fib; no tenderness to palpation. Ankle; no tenderness to palpation. No edema. No erythema. Neurovascularly intact.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT: Lower extremity pain/contusion.
PLAN: X-ray of the patient’s left lower extremity was done. There was no acute fracture noted.
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I asked mother to put child in a standing position than to move away from him, so we can see how he walks or bear weight on his leg as soon as mother moves away child ran with no antalgic gait towards her. Mother and I discussed my x-ray findings and she requested that we x-ray of his right leg also. I advised that it be a good idea for us to wait for a little while longer not to expose the child too much radiation. Mother was in agreement with that plan and says she will return in about a week or two to help his other leg x-ray. She was discharged with the following medication; Motrin 100/5 mL she will give 5 mL p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain #200 mL. She was advised to come back to the clinic if child gets worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
