CC: Followup seizure activity.

HPI: An 80-year-old female who this morning had activity that appeared to be seizure like in nature. She has no diagnosis of seizure disorder and this is the first time that it has been noted. The patient appeared to just be staring out and then had movement of her left upper extremity and her left lower extremity and then it just stopped, but she stayed in the same position and just staring out. She did not appear to be in pain. Her baseline is endstage dementia. So, it is difficult to ascertain pain or how she felt during what was observed. When I saw her, her son and DIL were with her. She was in her Broda chair in the day room. She appeared at her baseline lying back eyes closed. When I asked them how she appeared to her, they stated that they got here shortly after they were contacted and that she was tired and really has not been opening her eyes or interacting with them, which she will usually just at least look at them. I explained postictal change and that is most likely what they were observing. At this point, there is nothing diagnostic that they want to have done. She is on hospice.

DIAGNOSES: Apparent seizure-like activity with postictal phase noted. The patient appears to be at baseline which is eyes closed and sleepy, history of hypertension, and insomnia.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female does not appear to be in any distress, lying in Broda chair.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/74, pulse 91, temperature 98.4, and respirations 15.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She has mild flexion contractures of the knees and the hips.
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NEURO: The patient has eyes closed. She does not speak. She is slightly fidgety for a brief period and was sleeping the duration of being seen.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Fair turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Seizure activity. I am not aware of other activity having occurred. She had a postictal state which is when I saw her and that has passed since then the staff report. We will just let her rest the remainder of the evening and follow up next week. Staff will contact me if any further problems.
