CC: Increased confusion. The patient is requesting to go to ER.
HPI: A 79-year-old female with advanced Parkinson’s disease who I had spoken with her daughter on 04/04/24. Daughter told me that the patient has been in her words crazy as a loon and this has been ongoing for days. Daughter has eight sitters with her from a.m. to bedtime. So, she states that staff do not have to deal with it. Daughter who is working on her nursing doctorate states that she does not think there was anything acutely wrong with her, but she just gets agitated and cannot really convey what is going on with her. On 04/05/24, I was contacted by the facility nurse that the patient’s agitation was increased and that she was saying that she needed to go to the hospital. She did not specify any certain symptom, pain, or discomfort. The facility nurse had contacted the patient’s daughter/POA regarding the ongoing issue. Daughter did not want her sent out, but given the patient’s requests, I am so was contacted and when I was called, they were already in the room. I was able to speak to one of the EMSA staff and her heart rate was 117. Her blood pressure was 177/102. Based on that and her request to go to the ER, I asked them and said go ahead and continue with transfer to ER of choice.
