CC: Behavioral issues.

HPI: A 60-year-old male with early onset Alzheimer’s disease. The patient shares an apartment with his mother who also has dementia, but the two of them are ambulatory, get about fairly independently in their activities. The POA of both is Andrea Ogle who is David’s sister. The camera in their room that she monitors she reports noting that over the last two weeks that her brother was loud and yelling at their mother and then he began to verbally threaten her and calling her names and now recently has started posturing as though he might be trying to threaten her. Staff had reported hearing him in the way that he talks to her is being very demeaning, all of that is an abrupt change. In looking at the patient’s medications, the only change that has been made was the addition of Aricept 5 mg at h.s. for four weeks which he continues on and then the plan was to increase to 10 mg at h.s. So my question is whether this medication has any role in the behavioral change that is seen. Initially when I was contacted on 04/06/24, I continued with the medication and had Depakote 125 mg b.i.d. added. I will continue with that and if there is limited benefit; we will stop the Aricept and see what effect that will have in his behavioral issues. I also received a copy of an OU neurology physicians note from 12/29/2020 regarding David and documented evaluation that occurred the same month and the diagnosis of early onset Alzheimer’s disease being made on this basis. I contacted the patient’s POA Andrea Ogle and let her know that I was aware of her concerns and the medication initiation and that we will monitor and if she sees anything further it is of concern, she is to let us know. She appreciated the call and the effort being put into addressing this.
