HPI: A 92-year-old female who recently fell and injured her right upper extremity. She was sent to the ER and returned with no fracture diagnoses, but her right arm was in a sling with presumptive soft tissue and ligament strain to mobilize that arm. She was seen and given a script for pain medication i.e. Norco 10 mg one p.r.n. She had taken with would benefit, but daughter was concerned that it made her more confused. I was contacted and gave order to hold the Norco and instead we will manage her pain with Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d. routine with a q.2 p.r.n. dose and that began on 04/06/24. She did not receive further Norco and then on 04/07/24, her behavior per daughter was that she was being delirious. So, I opted to have her sent to the ER and from the ER to date, she has had UA done which is clear ruling out UTI. Chest x-ray is pending and overall pending those results, she will return back to the facility at an undetermined time.
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
