CC: Mouth pain.

HPI: A 70-year-old female seen as she is complained to staff of just having oral pain. She is able to eat, chew, and swallow, but she has to watch what she drinks or eats as anything tart or with vinegar causes burning that takes a while to be alleviated. She has not been on antibiotic in at least three months. Otherwise, she is stable.

DIAGNOSES: COPD, bipolar disorder, depression, hypothyroid, hypertension, OAB, chronic back pain, gait instability, and history of DM II.

ALLERGIES: DILAUDID, KEFLEX, LISINOPRIL, and PCN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/19 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/72, pulse 70, temperature 97.7, respirations 16, and O2 saturation 98%.

HEENT Sclerae clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. She does have redness bilateral corners of her mouth left greater than right. Tongue is smooth and lateral edges she does have some white areas that are peeling. Buccal mucosa is intact. No lesions noted but oral mucosa generally is red.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Presumptive cutaneous candida. Nystatin swish and swallow 5 mL q.i.d. x10 days ordered and will follow up in a few weeks.
