Since the event, the patient has chronic headache.  The patient has chronic migraines.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has loss of train of thoughts.  The patient has difficulty to convey thoughts.  The patient will forget things very easily.  His memory becomes very poor.  The patient also has speech problems.  The patient has word finding difficulties.
