CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 85-year-old African American female complaining of dizziness, chest pain, and left arm pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient notes significant episode of chest pain beginning approximately two weeks ago. Pain was left-sided and rated 5/10 subjectively. Initial chest pain was non-radiating. However, she had subsequent left arm pain lasting seconds. She has had no nausea, vomiting, or shortness of breath. She reports dyspnea on walking from room to room. She denies symptoms of orthopnea or PND.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Minor CVA.

3. Vertigo.

4. Atrial fibrillation.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Cholecystectomy.
2. Hysterectomy.

3. Gunshot wound to the left leg and abdomen.

4. She has had her right eye removed.
MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 5 mg one b.i.d., omeprazole 40 mg one daily, losartan 25 mg daily, albuterol p.r.n., ketoconazole 2% cream p.r.n., Enulose 10 g/15 mL take 30 mL daily p.r.n., and lidocaine 3% to the knee p.r.n.

FAMILY HISTORY: Four sisters all died of breast cancer. Father had prostate cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a prior smoker. She quit greater than 17 years ago. She notes history of occasional alcohol use. She has had prior marijuana use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She reports weight gain and weakness. She further reports fatigue.

Skin: She has moles and color change.

Eyes: She wears glasses. She has glaucoma.

Cardiovascular: As per HPI.

Gastrointestinal: She has had constipation and hemorrhoids.

Review of systems otherwise significant for neurological: She has headache, dizziness, and tremor.

Psychiatric: She has depression and nervousness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 154/85, pulse 65, respiratory rate 16, height 69”, and weight 245.2 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 66 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is an 85-year-old female who reports symptoms of dizziness. She further has history of left arm pain. She has dyspnea with minimal activity. She has history of atrial fibrillation, but appears to be in sinus rhythm at this time. She further reports history of hypertension which is currently not controlled.

PLAN: We will obtain echocardiogram. We will further obtain coronary CT angio/FFR. Start spironolactone 25 mg p.o. daily and Bumex 1 mg p.o. daily. Follow up in six weeks.
