CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 57-year-old male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: As noted, the patient is a 57-year-old male with history of chest pain. He notes that chest pain occurs when he eats fatty foods. He has had no exertional chest pain. He does have history of mitral valve disease for which he underwent mitral valve replacement in July 2017.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Acute CVA.

2. Hypertension.

3. Depression.

4. Mitral valve disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post mitral valve replacement.
MEDICATIONS: Metoprolol 50 mg one daily, aspirin 81 mg one daily, vitamin D3 take two daily, and atorvastatin 20 mg daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/74, pulse 63, respiratory rate 16, height 67.5”, and weight 190.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 64 beats per minute. There is slight loss of R-waves in the inferior lead, cannot rule out old inferior wall myocardial infarction, nonspecific T-waves present.
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IMPRESSION: A 57-year-old male with history of chest pain, prior mitral valve replacement, hypertension, and CVA. The patient appears clinically stable at this time. However, we will perform echo to assess mitral valve and LV function. We will refill metoprolol succinate 50 mg one p.o. daily #90, Lipitor 20 mg one p.o. h.s. #90, and enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg one daily #90. Follow up in three months.
