CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 72-year-old African American female seen for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 72-year-old female with history of hypertension, hypercholesterolemia who reports shortness of breath with minimal activity. She notes symptoms of shortness of breath times several months. The patient further reports palpitation which occurs sporadically and without specific provocating factor. She reports chronic lower extremity swelling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Breast cancer.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Right breast surgery.
2. C-section x 2.

3. Tonsillectomy.
4. Tubal ligation x 2.

MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 20 mg one h.s., duloxetine 30 mg p.r.n., lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide 20/25 mg one daily, and EpiPen p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: PEANUTS result in severe anaphylaxis.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with CVA. Sister with hypertension.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight gain.

Oral Cavity: She has had bleeding gums.

Breasts: She has had ductal carcinoma in situ.

Genitourinary: She has urgency.
Psychiatric: She has insomnia.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 127/84, pulse 93, respiratory rate 18, height 61.5”, and weight 208.3 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Reveals mild JVD.

Extremities: Reveal 2+ pitting edema.

IMPRESSION: This is a 72-year-old female with history of hypertension and hypercholesterolemia who reports dyspnea with minimal activity. She is found to have significant edema and JVD. Clinically, she appears to have congestive heart failure and underlying hypertension. As noted, she has history of hypercholesterolemia and breast cancer.
PLAN: We will obtain CBC, Chem-20, TSH, lipid panel and BNP. We will start Jardiance and Entresto pending lab work. Start Bumex 1 mg p.o. b.i.d. #120, potassium chloride 10 mEq one p.o. b.i.d. #120. Follow up in six weeks. Echocardiogram has been ordered.
