Mr. Eackles is a 75-year-old gentleman with Alzheimer dementia, chair bound, bed bound, protein-calorie malnutrition, and ADL dependency. FAST score of 7D. KPS is at 30%. He moans in pain. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He has issues with anxiety, sundowner syndrome and pain issues. The patient eats very little. He is wearing a diaper. His other conditions include cachexia, essential hypertension, age-related physical debility, osteoarthritis, and gastroesophageal reflux. The patient’s nephew is present who is able to give me history since admission to hospice. He tells me that the patient continues to eat very little, continues to lose weight. His MAC is at 26.5. He had lost 45 pounds initially, confused especially at nighttime with severe sundowner syndrome, staying in bed 16-18 hours a day. We will ask social work to evaluate because of his living condition and the presence of the bugs and such in his house including in his bed and crawling on the patient. This was addressed with the nephew as well today. He stated he is going to have __________ to resolve that issue, but again social work needs to be aware of these findings.
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
