Ms. Sherman is a 64-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient also has a history of asthma, dyspnea, chronic fatigue related to her hypoxemia, weakness, abnormal weight loss, chronic viral hepatitis, mixed hyperlipidemia, essential hypertension, depression, hypoperfusion causing decreased mentation, protein-calorie malnutrition and anxiety disorder. She has lost weight. She eats very little. She has ADL dependency. She has lost 30 pounds in the past 60 days since the time of admission and end of the year last year, on or about November 2024. Today, her MAC is continuing to decline at 22 cm. The patient has KPS score of 40%, decreased appetite, and decreased weight. She has bouts of ADL dependency especially with toileting and showering and definitely has incontinence; wearing a diaper at all times. The patient also complains of dizziness with activity. Her O2 sat today is 95% on 3 L. She uses her nebulizer frequently. She has symptoms of right-sided heart failure with mild pedal edema and cor pulmonale associated with pulmonary hypertension. She is short of breath at all times. She uses her nebulizer as I mentioned regularly. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
