Ron is a 75-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of CVA, decreased mentation, dementia, confusion, history of difficulty swallowing, aspiration syndrome, weight loss, anxiety, cognitive decline, hypertensive heart disease, osteoarthritis, chronic BPH and hyperlipidemia. The patient also has a history of hypertension. His blood pressure was controlled today at 130/95. His O2 sat is only at 88% on room air; has refused oxygen in the past. He is basically chair bound; sometimes, he sleeps in his chair and a recliner. He has emotional issues related to pseudobulbar palsy.

The patient also has a recent MAC reported at 20 cm left arm consistent with weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. The caretaker tells me that sometimes he wears oxygen between 2 and 5 L when he becomes short of breath. At normally 3 L, his O2 sats around 92-94% as noted by the notes in the chart. As far as his dementia is concerned related to his stroke, he has a FAST score of 7A now which has progressed and has a KPS score of 40%. He has had bouts of staring consistent with lacunar infarct and/or small vessel disease, seizure disorder. His overall mentation has definitely worsened. He has issues with sundowner syndrome, requires medication to control his symptoms especially in the evening. His stroke has left him with right-sided weakness and he requires assistance of two people to move him from his chair to his bed and sometimes he refuses and decides to sleep in his chair. Overall prognosis is poor. Expected to die within six months given the natural progression of his disease processes.
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
