This is a history and physical examination on Gerald Harkins.

This 81-year-old male who comes here for establishing new PCP. He quit smoking in 1965 before that he smoked one pack per day for only five years. No alcohol. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not have any symptoms. He says he feels fine. He is a veteran. He used to be in navy for six to seven years. During Vietnam War era, the patient goes to VA twice yearly.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension for last 20 years, history of mild CVA 10 years ago where he had aphagia he recovered completely, and history of benign prostatic hypertrophy for last several years. He says his PSA has been running normal.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on finasteride 0.5 mg, lisinopril he does not remember the dose, and simvastatin. He also takes tamsulosin 0.4 mg and metoprolol again the dose is not known to him yet.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall, weighing 224 pounds, BMI 30, blood pressure 149/71, and pulse 56.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowl sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypertension history of.

2. History of mild CVA.

3. BPH.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, lipid, hemoglobin A1c, and then we will continue current medications.
