PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 137/87.

Pulse ____
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
LEFT LEG: Tenderness in the region of her calf posterior surface. Tenderness in the posterior thigh. She also tenderness in her left hip. She has full range of motion in the upper hip with mild discomfort on flexion and extension.
HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended.

ASSESSMENT: Left leg pain. Consider DVT as a differential and also arterial occlusion.
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PLAN: Ultrasound was done today. Ultrasound of her leg and other vasculature in the abdomen. These were all unremarkable. Ultrasound also looked at her kidneys, liver, uterus and ovaries. These were also unremarkable.
The patient was sent home with the following prescription: Mobic 7.5 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30. She was also given prescription of dapsone 7.5% gel. This is for rash which she states she gets on and off.
