He was also here on 03/20/2023, exposed to the flu. He was given Tamiflu at that time as well.

Back to the complaint of the mother, she states he just has runny nose and cough. No fever. No shortness of breath. He plays well and eating well. No activity intolerance. He by all other judgment seems to be a normal little boy, very playful today and very active in the room today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Amoxicillin and Histex.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is a delightful little boy, no distress whatsoever.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Temperature 98.6.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient seems to be recovering well from last office visit with the diagnoses of acute pharyngitis, cough, and rhinitis. He will continue on the amoxicillin and Histex as prescribed last week. Mother will also assist in monitoring his symptoms for improvement and she will return to clinic or call me if there are any issues.
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
