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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Chronic kidney disease patient that has an estimated GFR of 38 mL/min. The patient has continued to recover kidney function. She does not have any significant proteinuria. The protein creatinine ratio is consistent with 203 mg/g of creatinine. The urinalysis has trace of protein, nitrates is positive, leukocyte estrace +2 and some bacteria. The patient does not have any urinary symptoms.

2. The patient has a permanent colostomy and a status post colectomy after perforation of the collar related to diverticulosis and diverticulitis. The surgery was colectomy and she has a permanent colostomy.

3. The patient was evaluated by Dr. Arciola for a possible kidney stone. He told the patent that he does not think that this kidney stone is going to migrate.

4. Iron deficiency anemia. The patient has to continue taking the iron pill. She is followed by the Florida Cancer Center for the anemia and for elevated kappa light chain.

5. History of seizure disorder that has not been active.

6. Fatty liver.

7. Overweight. The patient will be reevaluated in six months with laboratory workup.
