CC: General care followup.
HPI: An 81-year-old seen in room, a friend was visiting her. The patient has plans to move on 04/10/2023, to Mansion at Waterford where in residence is another patient who had been here that Ms. Holman has become friends with. The issue she is dealing with is her personal belongings, which have been stored as where the belongings of many other residents were displaced due to burst pipes in a winter storm and it is believed that her personal belongings have been located and tomorrow with staff going and helping her she will be able to claim her personal effects. Also, reminded her that she can take any remaining medications that belong to her. Overall, she feels good despite being somewhat agitated about the personal effects issue.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert, pleasant, and interactive.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/78. Pulse 79. Temperature 97.0. Respirations 19. O2 sat 95%. Weight 161 pounds, up 1 pound in 30 days.
NEURO: Oriented x 3. She voiced her needs. Affect was congruent with what she was saying and was able to contain her emotion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She was moving limbs in a normal range of motion and then got up to ambulate independently to go to the dining room. She has a walker that she can use for distance as needed.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Discharge to other AL facility on 04/10/2023, and on 04/04/2023, she will go through and reclaim her personal belongings put into storage packed by storage company during a winter storm.
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
