CC: Home health issues.
HPI: A 75-year-old who is insulin-dependent diabetic and has a history of recurrent UTIs is currently followed by Harmony Home Health. The family have not been happy with care delivered; per their input, the patient is not being bathed regularly and their concern is for her peri-area and perirectal skin care as she has limited bowel and bladder continence. There is a question as to whether they are giving her, her insulin as directed. Speaking to the patient who was seated comfortably in her room, she stated that staff here are the ones who check her bottom and give her skin care because she acknowledges that she has poop and urine on her sometimes and she will tell Home Health, but they do not do anything about it. They were also to have sent a bath aide and that never happened. So, she does get showered by the facility. Family requested that Accel or Emerald Home Health be ordered and Accel has recently been in the building, they have revamped their care staff, so we will give them a try.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with BPSD, which is in remission, insulin-dependent diabetes, hypothyroid, HLD, depression, and HTN.
MEDICATIONS: D3 2000 IU q.d., Lantus insulin 21 units q.a.m. and 8 units q.p.m. with sliding scale t.i.d. a.c. and h.s., Lotensin 40 mg q.d., TUMS 750 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 5 mg q.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., melatonin 6 mg h.s., metformin 250 mg at dinner and 500 mg with breakfast and lunch, and Nephro-Vite q.d.
ALLERGIES: SULFA, CODEINE, and GENTAMICIN.
DIET: DM II.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert and pleasant female sitting up watching TV.
NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech clear. Able to give some information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weight-bearing. She ambulates with a walker. She moves limbs in normal range of motion. She does have a wheelchair for distance and fatigue.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Family request home health change. I have discontinued Harmony Home Health and when that goes through, then Accel Home Health to evaluate and follow the patient.
2. DM II. There has been some improvement in her evening FSBS with the increase in a.m. Lantus. We will continue to monitor.
