CC: UA followup.

HPI: A 94-year-old who had UA done secondary to increased confusion – that was on 04/01/23. I went into his room after dinner to review it with him. It was 6 o’clock and he was already in bed. A little bit grumpy when I asked to turn the light on in his room, but let me do it. He then started to get up out of bed and I explained him he did not have to do the urine. I was here to tell him what his results were. It returns clear, was not sent for culture as not indicated. The patient can be a bit eccentric. His dementia is just very slowly progressing. He tends to keep to himself and he is quiet. He is cooperative with taking medications.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, major depressive disorder, anxiety disorder, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/22/23.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Robust male resting comfortably and became cooperative. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 162/81, pulse 73, respirations 14, and weight 211 pounds which weight is stable.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with a walker. He does have LEE at +1. He moves arms in a normal range of motion.
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NEURO: Orientation x 2, made eye contact. Spoke. He is HOH and understood when I went to clarify what I was doing.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. He is actually bating a little more frequently.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UA followup done secondary to increased confusion. UA negative for UTI.

2. Unspecified dementia. He has very slow progression with no BPSD.
