HPI: A 78-year-old who was resting comfortably in bed when I saw her. She states that she has been having a cough with congestion. Her expectorant is discolored. The cough is most bothersome as it keeps her up at night. She had a slight decrease in her food intake, but is drinking fluids. She is a nurse and so knows she needs to stay hydrated. She denies any fevers or chills. The patient has also returned to seeing her previous pain management physician, Dr. Terrell Phillips so pain medications are no longer dispensed by me which I am fine with. It appears that he has her on Butrans patch 20 mcg per hour and she also continues with the lidocaine patch. 
DIAGNOSES: Cough and congestion, HTN, depression, hypothyroid, insomnia, and chronic pain.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/15/23 note.

ALLERGIES: HYDROMORPHONE and MORPHINE.

DIET: Regular mechanical soft.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably. She was alert and able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 156/74, pulse 82, respirations 16, and weight 199 pounds.

HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Nares patent without drainage and moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. 
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. She did begin to cough with deep inspiration, but no expectoration and sounded congested.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Speech clear, could voice her needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough and congestion with light yellow green expectorant that I observed while in the room. Z-PAK dispense as ordered and Robitussin DM 10 mL routine q.6h. for three days, then p.r.n. x 1 week.
