CC: Cough and congestion.

HPI: A 60-year-old seen in room. He has expressive aphasia post CVA, but is able to make his needs known with gestures and certain sounds that he makes. Staff state that he has had nasal congestion with cough and feeling short of breath. When I was there, he had a coughing spell and brought up light green expectorant. It was light green and sputum consistency. 
DIAGNOSES: Late effects of CVA to include expressive aphasia, dysphagia, right hemiplegia, HLD, depression, seasonal allergies, peripheral neuropathy, HTN and asthma.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., asa 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., budesonide nebulizer b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg MWF, Celexa 10 mg q.d., docusate two caps b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Pepcid 10 mg q.d., Keppra 750 mg b.i.d., and lisinopril 10 mg q.d. 

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished male seated in his same chair watching television. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/73, pulse 68, respirations 16, and weight 220 pounds.

HEENT: He wears glasses. Conjunctivae mildly injected. Nares patent, but slightly pink and moist oral mucosa.
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NECK: Supple.

RESPIRATORY: He had clear lung fields posteriorly anterolateral upper lung fields. There are rhonchi and he has tender anterior cervical adenopathy. On palpation around his cheeks in the maxillary sinus area, he gives me a thumbs-up that it is uncomfortable when I asked.

NEURO: He is at his baseline orientation, making eye contact in his own system of communication.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Sinusitis. Z-PAK as directed. Robitussin-DM 10 mL t.i.d. x 3 days and p.r.n. x 1 week and Afrin nasal spray two sprays q.d. for three days.
