CC: Headache, congestion, and wheezing.

HPI: An 89-year-old seen in room. She was sitting in her recliner, quietly watching television. She told me that she had been having some congestion which has led to headache and then wheezing. She does not have much of a cough. She is not able to blow or cough anything up. She has diagnoses of chronic allergic rhinitis and asthma. She denies any fevers or chills.
DIAGNOSES: DM II, peripheral neuropathy, gait instability, left hemiparesis secondary to CVA and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/01/23 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, AMITRIPTYLINE and HYDROCODONE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS and mechanical soft.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 158/73, pulse 82, respirations 16, and weight 130 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She has few wheezes bilateral mid to upper lung fields that do not change with cough anteriorly. She sounds clear. She has no LAD. Oropharynx is clear.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech clear, able to voice her needs, understands general information given.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Congestion with wheezing. Z-PAK as directed and prednisone taper as directed.

2. Headache. Tylenol 1 g given x 1 now and then continue with 500 mg q.6h. p.r.n. NTE 3 g q.d.
