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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He was in the Air Force in 2013.  The patient was in Sacramento.  The patient was riding a motor cycle.  The patient tells me that he got in to a motor cycle accident.  He had complete loss of consciousness.  He had amnesia after that.  He does not remember what happened after that.  The patient tells me that it was a severe impact.  The patient had complete amnesia for the next few days.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented in severe headache.
In 1980s, the patient was in Germany.  The patient had two motor vehicle accidents.  Once he was rear-ended the other one he was T-boned.  The patient tells me that did not lose consciousness.  However, he hit the head both times.  Hit the windows both times.  The patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.
Since this injury, the patient tells me that he has significant memory deficit.  He has cognitive deficits, headaches, mood swings and difficulty to sleep and fatigue.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.
The patient is currently not working.  The patient tells me he has not worked for 10 years.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2013, the patient had motor vehicle accident in Sacramento.  The patient had injury.  The patient had complete amnesia for the next few days.  He does not remember anything for the next few days.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented with severe head pain.  The patient also had two other motor vehicle accidents in Germany in 1980s.  Since these events, the patient has significant chronic headaches, poor memory, difficulty sleeping, insomnia symptoms, fatigue, confusion, disorientation, difficulty to focus, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that his symptoms are results from the traumatic brain injury.
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
