A 68-year-old gentleman under hospice care with endstage COPD. The patient continues to lose weight. He has lost 4 pounds since last certification. He eats very little. The patient has COPD and is short of breath at all times. Recently, the patient went to the emergency room because he has worsening of shortness of breath. The patient despite being on hospice, the patient was diagnosed with lung cancer. The patient is not interested in chemo or radiation therapy. She has an appointment with the specialist but has told hospice nurse and hospice staff she gets wants to get his options and see how much longer he has to live. He does not want *__________* because he does not want to have nausea, vomiting, and weakness at the end of his life. He eats very little. He has lost weight as I mentioned. He is becoming more and more ADL dependent. Other comorbidities includes hypertension, BPH, and gastroesophageal reflux. She lives at a group home and requires help from provider services as well as hospice aides which without he would not be able to live by himself. The patient has less than six months to live especially given his advanced lung cancer with distant metastasis and he continues to be a hospice candidate.
Mr. Thames has a KPS score of 40% currently on hospice.
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
