CANEL, HECTOR
A 74-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage CVA. The patient also suffers from hypertension out of control, history of asthma, BPH, and chronic kidney disease. The patient currently lives by himself with the help of hospice staff as well as provider services. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. The patient’s KPS has now dropped to 40% since last certification. He is responsive, but confused at times. He is sleeping more now about 8-12 hours a day. He is eating less. He has had episodes of TIA, increased shortness of breath. Blood pressure has been very labile to control and has been out of place from time-to-time. The patient requires nursing evaluation on regular basis to help with his hospice care at home. The patient appears to be weaker and expected to live less than six months on hospice and is hospice appropriate at this time.
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
