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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of forgetfulness.
Dear Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for re-referring Sharon Spurlock for neurological reevaluation.

As you may already know Sharon was seen here in this clinic referred by Dr. Jessica Boney, D.O. in 2017.

At that time, she was identified to have TIA like symptoms with identified nutritional deficiencies, which are corrected for vitamin D3 and vitamin B3.

Her Epworth Sleepiness Scale was abnormal and she was referred for home sleep testing and further evaluation treatment by Dr. Everett Trevor, M.D.

By her report however this was never accomplished.

She has troubles with forgetfulness since that time.

While under the care of Dr. Renu Magu, M.D. who is now retired. She completed evaluation for possible progressive dementia with some symptoms of mild to moderate cognitive decline.

In consideration of her clinical history and current complaints of forgetfulness, I am having her accomplish the following:, she will complete the NIH Quality-of-Life Questionnaires for more comprehensive assessment of her capacity.
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Initial diagnostic laboratory testing for dementia risk factors and nutritional insufficiencies will be requested.

She will be referred for home sleep testing with her previous history of dyssomnia and findings of suspected sleep apnea for further evaluation and treatment if indicated.

We are scheduling her for high-resolution three Tesla MR brain imaging study at MD Imaging in Redding.

Considering that her general neurological examination today appears to be within normal limits and that she maintains her activity and capacity despite her problems with forgetfulness that are reported. I would anticipate that further evaluation and treatment may alleviate her symptoms should we identify underlying non-degenerative medical risk factors contributing to her symptoms.

I will send a followup report when she returns with the data for further evaluation and treatment.
