The patient is here for refills. Denies problem taking his extra thyroid pill given to him last visit without problems.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes, hypertension, low thyroid disease, allergic rhinitis; states much better after taking Flonase and decongestant as recommended before, scheduled to have major nasal surgery to remove polyps, responding very well to topical treatment as recommended, very happy with care.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Hypertension, cardiovascular disease, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, and hypogonadism by history.
