The patient presents with history of congestion, cough, and slight sore throat for the past three days and she has a sinus infection. She states that she had diarrhea post amoxicillin last sinus infection.
PRESENT ILLNESS: As above. Cough and slight sore throat for the past four days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Atrial fibrillation, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, anxiety, deep vein thrombosis, GERD, depression, arthritis, and atrial fibrillation post WATCHMAN procedure in 2019, history of also breast cancer, still takes some medication per oncologist for five years.
MEDICATIONS: See chart for medications given by cardiologist in Kingwood.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Cousin with Parkinson’s.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few rhonchi; otherwise, clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection on request with prescriptions for Z-PAK and Medrol requested because of history of sinusitis. Follow up as needed and see cardiologist for routine care.
